Any employer with a California Business License, Employer Identification Number (EIN). and Worker’s Compensation Insurance coverage can apply for the program.  Just simply submit a job order 

to get the process started. 
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SO WHAT’S THE CATCH?

There is none! In participating in our program, you will be able to bring on a new employee for a minimum of 35 hours a week and receive a cash reimbursement for training.

HOW LONG DOES IT TAKE?
